Reasonsto believe in a pre-tribulation Rapture (the difference between
the Church and Israd):

1. The Church of the Body of Christ isadistinct entity from both Jew and Gentile, with a
digtinct earthly beginning (Pentecost) and ending (the Rapture) (1 Peter 1:23; Eph. 1:13).

2. Differences between the Church and the bdievers in the Old Testament and the

Gospdls:

a Righteousness and judification are now finished works. Not so0 in the Old
Testament.

b. Every Chrigtian is holy and cannot lose his sdvation. Bdievers could backdide
in the Old Testament.

C. Every Chridian has been baptized in and filled with holy spirit and has direct
access to God. In the Old Testament, holy spirit was “upon” certain people
temporaily.

d. The Church is not gppointed unto wrath (1 Thess. 5:9; Rom. 5:9; 1Thess. 1:10;
